Clean up has begun 
We have begun phase I of the Tannery 
development.  Environmental remediation is 
nearly complete along Joseph Street.  The 
internal courtyard is in the process of being 
cleaned up. 

The demolition is currently being tendered 
and work will begin this month.  The removal 
of the self-storage facility at Charles and 
Victoria will have a significant impact on the 
look of the project and will signal to the 
community that we are well underway in 
revitalizing the Tannery. 
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We are retaining the beams from the storage 
facility and will be reusing them throughout 
the project.  Outside walls of the facility will 
also be retained, although reduced 
significantly.  They will frame what will 
become our parking lot and provide a  historic 
connection from the buildings to the street. 

We are taking full measures to reduce the 
disruption to the ongoing operation of the 
businesses at the Tannery.  Please be aware 
of the construction taking place on site and 
proceed with caution.
